Monthly Progress Report for the Month of August’ 2005

1. Land Records Computerisation

The data entry of LRIS project has been completed and the checklist is prepared. The verification is completed by the Village Asiistants. The changes are being made in the package. The sample print outs are taken from LRIS project. The final corrections are going on now.

2. LAN Inuaguration by the MLA, Yanam.

The LAN connectivity between the Mini Civil Station and the Office of the Regional Administrator has been inaugurated by Shri Malladi Krishna Rao, MLA, Yanam on 25.8.2005. The E-Mail/Intranet facility has been made operational on that day. As a mark of inauguration, the Regional Administrator, Shri K. Suryanarayana Murthy has sent an email to the LG, CM, CS briefing the inauguration of the LAN. There are around 70 nodes connected to this LAN. All technical assistance is giben by the NIC, Yanam.

3. New Room Given to NIC

The Regional Administrator, Yanam has allotted a single room in the Mini Civil Station for NIC as a Centralised Data Base Server Room. NIC is using this CDBS room for Land Records Computerisation Job, E-Mail/Intranet Server room and also for IT Development Centre. It is an extension of NIC. Two Servers and Two clients have been placed in this room which is air conditioned. This room is opened by the MLA,Yanam.

4. Visit to Agriculture Department, Yanam.

As a request made by the Deputy Director, Agriculture Dept, Yanam, DIO has visited the Agriculture Dept and submitted a report mentioning the guidelines to improve the efficiency of the computers. In the dept.

5. Visit of NIC, Eluru, West Godavari Dist, AP

The DIO, Yanam has visited the NIC, Eluru, West Godavari District on 11.8.2005 and studied the activities of NIC. He has discussed the technical problems being faced in Networking with the DIO, Eluru. He visited the Rural e-Seva Centres being supported by the NIC, Eluru on par with e-Seva kendras run by private parties. The DIO, Yanam has collected some important softwares to be useful in Linux Administration.

6. Study on Rural Internet Centres in Yanam Region

With a request from Agriculture Dept, Yanam to provide Internet facility to Agriculure Market in Dariyalathippa as BSNL is unable to provide due to lack of Cables, NIC is studying on extending Internet/Intranet/e-mail facility from NICNETthrough wireless communications. The preliminary discussions on this issue have been discussed with the SIO, Pondicherry. The report is expected to be completed in 1,2 weeks.
